A message to the reader

Nowadays, people travel and even migrate across borders all the time. In Japan, too, foreign
workers work in a variety of fields, and the number is increasing every year. With the establish-
ment of the Specified Skilled Worker residence status, it will become common for people from
different countries with a variety of cultural backgrounds to live in the same community and work

at the same workplace.

The Japanese-language coursebook Irodori: Japanese for Life in Japan is a textbook for for-
eign people to learn basic Japanese communication skills that are needed for daily life and work-
ing in Japan. The basic meaning of the word Irodori is “to color,” but it can also mean “to change
a thing’s shape or appearance and make it more beautiful or more interesting.” We chose this title
with the hope that this book would help you “color” your everyday life in Japan and make it more
fulfilling by enabling you to build language and communication skills for speaking and interacting

with the people around you such as your neighbors and coworkers.
The main features of this textbook are:

» Content that covers a variety of topics and situations to let you effectively acquire practi-

* Appropriate for learning from Starter-level (A1) to Elementary-level (A2) Japanese for
daily life and working in Japan, and useful for learners who are preparing for the Japan

Foundation Test for Basic Japanese (JFT-Basic).

* To make it easy for people anywhere in the world to use this textbook, we are making it

available online rather than publishing it as a paper book.

“Irodori: Japanese for Life in Japan” is a Japanese textbook for people who are living in Japan, or who will be liv-
ing in Japan in the future. It teaches Japanese for different daily situations in Japan, including working, shopping,

having fun, eating, and interacting with other people.

The objective of this textbook is to increase what you can do using Japanese in real-life situations in Japan. These
are called “Can-dos.” The textbook aims to build communication skills for everyday life in Japan through “Can-do”

B Irodori allows you to learn A1/A2 level Japanese

The Japan Foundation’s “JF Can-do for Life in Japan” were announced in 2019. These “Can-dos” describe fun-
damental Japanese communication skills that non-native Japanese speakers who come to Japan as “Specified
Skilled Workers” will need in everyday situations in Japan. Irodori has established objectives based on these
Can-dos, so by using this textbook, you can learn fundamental communication skills for daily life in Japan. Irodori
can also be used for studying before coming to Japan or for preparing for the Japan Foundation Test for Basic

Japanese (JFT-Basic), which measures these communication abilities.

B Irodori builds practical Japanese skills with plenty of audio and authentic materials

Irodori emphasizes listening input. It is important for you to listen to a lot of Japanese so that you can use it in
real-life situations. Therefore, Irodori provides plenty of audio files. In addition, reading and writing activities are
based on authentic or quasi-authentic materials that are actually used in daily life in Japan, so you can practice
your Japanese in close-to-real-life situations. With these audio files and materials, you can learn practical Japa-

nese that you can use immediately.

B Irodori covers a variety of topics closely connected to everyday life

Irodori is organized by topic. Each lesson deals with a different topic connected to everyday life in Japan. You
won't just study the Japanese language—you will also experience Japanese life and culture through many differ-
ent subjects linked to everyday life in Japan and the Japanese context. There is also a section of useful informa-

tion for daily life in Japan.

B Irodori offers enough support to learn language knowledge, such as grammar and
kaniji

The objective of this textbook is for you to be able to use Japanese when communicating in real life, so the aim is

not to study grammar, words, or kanji. However, you will need these elements for the Can-dos, so Irodori offers

enough knowledge about them in the context of communication. Irodori covers a lot of the grammar, words, and

kanji handled by general elementary level Japanese learning materials.

B You can download Irodori online

Irodori is available online, so you can download it from wherever you are in the world. It is provided as a PDF file,

so you can print it out, or view it on a tablet or smartphone. The audio can be downloaded or streamed.

The topics and grammar points in each lesson of Irodori are loosely connected to “Marugoto: Japanese Language
and Culture” a Japanese coursebook for overseas learners created by the Japan Foundation. You can use Irodori
and Marugoto together, use part of Marugoto as a supplement when you study Irodori, or use Marugoto-related

websites, such as Marugoto+ (Marugoto Plus), to study Irodori.

B Irodori aims for mutual understanding between people through communication and
an understanding of culture

The overall aim of learning with Irodori is mutual understanding between people, which is the fundamental phi-
losophy of the JF Standard for Japanese-Language Education. Irodori contributes to developing communication
skills in Japanese and cross-cultural skills. Through these skills, people starting life or already living in Japan

can express themselves, get to know each other well, and interact, which will lead to mutual understanding.

- In the Japanese language, there are two styles of speech, polite style and plain style. They are used accord-
ing to the relationship with the person and the occasion.

The polite style is formal. It uses T and &9 at the end to show respect. It is often used between people
meeting for the first time, between people who are not close, or when talking to a superior. For the plain
style, sentences do not end with ©9 and &9. This style is used when talking with friends and family, some-
one close, or someone you do not need to show special respect to, for example a subordinate.

- This lesson covers nouns and adjectives. ©9 is added to them for the polite style, but not for the plain style.
The example @ is a conversation between people who do not know each other very well, and the speakers
are using the polite style. The example @ is a conversation between close friends of the same age, and the
speakers are using the plain style. For example ®), A is using the plain style, while B is using the polite style.
Ais probably in a higher position than B, such as a senior colleague or supervisor.

If you use the plain style with someone you should use the polite style with, you could appear rude and leave
a bad impression. On the other hand, if you continue using the polite style with friends, you could create the
impression that you are not close to them. However, for Wbﬁ]?&ju and [beﬁ"j]ifﬁmﬁj, the goal is to learn how to use the
polite style. The goal for the plain style is to be able to understand what people are saying. It is okay if you
cannot use the style yourself.

Professional baseball in Japan consists of a total of twelve teams:

In
Japan, cicadas make sound when summer arrives. This sound all around Japan repre-
sents summer. There are different types of cicadas named after their unique sounds.
For example, min-min zemi, tsuku-tsuku-booshi, and kana-kana. The sound of a group
of cicadas together is known as semi-shigure (chorus of cicadas). Semi-shigure is often
used as a sound effect to signify summer in television, movies, and anime.

It is often said that Japanese people are punctual when it comes to time. For
example, being one minute late to work is not good. Also, people avoid making
another person wait for an arrangement or meeting. They will typically arrive at
the pre-arranged place on time or a little early.

If you are late (five or ten minutes), you should contact the other person as soon
as possible. This is done so the other person will not worry or become irritated.

However, people’s feelings about time are different from generation to generation, place to place, and situation to
situation. In Japan, there are people who are relaxed about time and often arrive late. In addition, Japanese people are
punctual when it comes to starting times but not punctual when it comes to finishing times. Therefore, foreigners are

sometimes surprised to see business meetings continue past their scheduled end times and people working long after
the time their workday should end.

In Japan, castles were built from the Warring States period to the Edo period. This period of time extended from
around the sixteenth century to the nineteenth century. Japanese castles feature high stone walls, moats, and towers.
Castles are still popular tourist destinations. For example, the beautiful, white Himeji Castle (Hyogo Prefecture] which is
a World Heritage Site; Matsumoto Castle (Nagano Prefecture) which uses black lacquer on the outside; and Matsuyama
Castle ([Ehime Prefecture] which is famous as a mountain castle. Also, the Osaka Castle and Nagoya Castle are well
known. Their towers are made of reinforced concrete and were rebuilt during the Showa period (1926-1989). They are
also equipped with elevators.

In addition, there are many parks with castle ruins that are still maintained. When you visit a castle, you can go up
the tower or learn about the local history from displays.

Yakitori (grilled chicken) is made by grilling small pieces of
chicken on wood or bamboo skewers. It is rarely made at home.
Instead, you can buy yakitori from a supermarket or convenience

store. You can also order yakitori at an izakaya (Japanese-style
pub). A restaurant specializing in yakitori is called a yakitori-ya.
There are various types of yakitori from different parts of the chicken. For example, liver, seseri [neck meat],
and sasami (breast meat). Other popular items include negima, which is chicken meat and green onions, and tsukune,
which is minced chicken meat.
Yakitori is mainly seasoned with salt or tare (sauce). Tare is based on soy sauce and tastes sweet.

If you have an allergy, you should check food labels when food is purchased. This is to check if the food contains
allergens. In Japan, by law, food must be labeled with an allergy notice if it contains eggs, milk, wheat, shrimp, crab,
peanuts, and buckwheat. However, food with these ingredients can be labeled with different names. For example, egg
might be labeled as omelet, and milk might be labeled as ice cream. Therefore, if you have an allergy, pay attention to
the different ways ingredients might be labeled. In addition, side dishes at a supermarket, lunch boxes, and meals at
restaurants do not have to label allergens. So, you will need to check if there are allergens with store or restaurant
staff.

Slowly pour the egg into a frying pan with
oil and fry the egg while rolling it. People flavor their rolled omelets in various ways. In
the Kanto region, people usually like a sweet rolled omelet.

Hiroshima-style
okonomiyaki is made by layering the batter and ingredients on the griddle
without mixing them first. At okonomiyaki restaurants in Osaka and Hiroshima,
the restaurant staff will cook the okonomiyaki for you. In contrast, in Tokyo,
the customers usually grill okonomiyaki on griddles at their own tables.

In Japan, a personal seal is needed for official purposes. For example, to
submit documents to a government office, open a bank account, and receive
a delivery at home. There are many seal shops with a range of family names.
They can cost several hundred yen. A seal with a foreigner’s family name will
have to be specially made for a few thousand yen depending on the material,
size, and other things.

Sometimes, a foreigner can use a signature instead of a seal. However,
some government offices and banks might only accept a seal. Seals can be
made with alphabetical, katakana, and kanji characters. So, some foreigners
get them for official purposes.

In Japan, since April 1, 2019, employees must take paid leave. 10 days of paid leave are given each year if (1) an
employee worked for six or more months at the same company, (2) worked on 80% of the working days during that
period. Also, it is the company’s responsibility that employees with paid leave take at least five days of paid leave in a
year. This is also true for contract and part-time employees. In addition, it depends on the length and number of hours
of work. A company which does not do this could be punished with prison or a fine.

The Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare can give advice and take questions in different languages. It also has a
telephone service in different languages for foreigners working in companies that do not give paid leave correctly.

If you need to go to the hospital after it has closed (such as on a holiday), go to the overnight reception or emergency

room. If you are seriously ill, you should call an ambulance. The emergency telephone number in Japan is 1-1-9. If there is
someone nearby, say “HEEETAT 2 (Please call an ambulance).” There is no fee for calling an ambulance in Japan.
Some hospitals may arrange interpreters if you cannot speak Japanese. Also, there are clinics and hospitals

which welcome foreigners. You can find them on the official website of the Japan National Tourism Organization (JNTO)

In Japanese, there are different words used to talk about a father (chichi or otoosan) and mother (haha or okaasan).
Here is how to use the words: you use chichi (father) and haha (mother] to talk about your own family and otoosan (father)
and okaasan (mother] to talk about another person’s family. However, they are based on the situation, the age of the
speaker, and other things. Use these words as previously described in formal situations. For example, at work or when
talking to an older person. In an informal situation, such as with friends, or when the speaker is a student, the speaker
will talk about their own parent as otoosan or okaasan. Also, they will talk about their older sibling as oniisan (older
brother) or oneesan (older sister). For example, you could see a young professional athlete talk about their own father
as otoosan [father) when interviewed on television. When you hear a young Japanese person talk about a family member
as otoosan, okaasan, oniisan, or oneesan, think about whose family member they are talking about.

Please remember not to attach -san (an honorific) to a word used to talk about someone younger in the family
than you. For example, otooto (younger brother], imooto (younger sister), musuko (son), or musume (daughter]).

We say kanpai (cheers) to give a
toast in Japanese! The word kanpai uses kanji characters
that mean (1) you are taking a full cup (#) and (2)
emptying it (&n). You do not have to finish the cup
of alcohol. You should take a sip after the toast. After
that, you can drink whenever you want.

At a party or other gathering, everyone participates
in the toast to start the event. It is common for people to
wait to drink until after the toast.

When a toast is given, you should
touch your glass with the other peoples’ and take a sip.
